GUIDE TO ENTERING GALAS
Entry Packs will be sent prior to any meets that the Club Plans to enter
The club will email details of galas that it plans to enter in time to ensure that we have adequate time to complete our entries prior to the closing date.

It is essential that coaches, swimmers and parents work together to ensure that swimmers have the best chance of being successful at any given competition. If you have any queries or concerns please speak to one of the coaches or club officials.

If you are unable to access emails or are having trouble printing off the entry pack, your

coach or level rep will be able to provide you with a paper copy.
Entry forms MUST be completed in FULL by the swimmer/parent
This will include some or all of the following:
• Name in Full, Male/ Female, Club, Date of Birth, Age as required (normally age on

last day of meet)
• ASA Registration Number (This is on the swimmers ASA Membership Card), Event

No., Entry Time (usually 25 metre time, if 50 metre time required it will be highlighted on form), Number of events, Total cost, Signature of swimmer/Parent
• Should you not have a time or your time is old for a particular event or you are not

sure which events to enter then speak to the coach.
PLEASE NOTE THAT CLOSING DATE FOR ENTRIES ON ENTRY PACKS IS THAT FOR THE MEET ORGANSIERS. TO ENSURE THAT THE CLUB CAN SUBMIT IT ENTRY PROMPTLY AND IN TIME WE WILL USUALLY SET A DATE EARLIER THAN THIS TO ENSURE THAT WE AS A CLUB CAN GET ALL OUR SWIMMERS ENTERED INTIME PARTICULARLY WHEN GALAS WORK ON A FIRST COME BASIS .THERE HAVE BEEN OCCASIONS RECENTLY WHEN WE HAVE MISSED OUT ON BEING ABLE TO COMPLETE AS THE EVENT IS FULL. PLEASE ENSURE THAT YOU RETURN YOUR ENTRIES ASAP AND BEFORE THE CLUB DEADLINE.LATE ENTRIES WILL NOT BE TAKEN, 
PLEASE TAKE CARE WHEN COMPLETING ENTRIES . ERRORS MAY RESULT ENTRIES BEING REJECTED AND NON-REFUND OF ENTRY FEE BY MEET ORGANISER.

SPOT CHECKS MAY BE MADE OF ENTRY TIMES ON ENTRY FORMS
It is the responsibility of the swimmer/parent to keep a record of all times swum, these

should be entered into swimmers log books. Your records should include: Date,

Venue/Meet, time, pool length.You should keep separate times achieved for both 25 & 50 metre pools. It is always useful to have a times converter as the 50m time may convert to a quicker 25m time thanpreviously achieved.
